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Instructions for card graphics:

1. Because die-cutting is imprecise, leave about a 2mm (i.e., about a 1/8 inch) border inside each card to protect its vital information. 

While colors can bleed off a counter edge, data should be placed inside this internal safety margin border.

2. When designing two-sided cards, they are horizontally laid out in reverse order on their reverse side. That is, the top-right counter on the front side of the sheet is the top-left counter on the reverse side. If it helps you to envision this, fold the template in half along the dotted line and hold it up to the light; then you’ll see which front piece is backed by which reverse piece. 
3. Below is an illustrated example of a typical row of game pieces. You can see that there is an internal border within each piece, as well as their arrangement for two-sided use.
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4. Cards that are to be shuffled and randomized in a game generally have a common back design.
5. In addition to the 6 full-size cards on this sheet, there is also a ‘bonus’ 2” x 2” card if you can find a use for it.
